CLASSTITLE: AUTOMOTIVE TECHNICIAN

BASIC FUNCTION:

Under the direction of an assigned supervisor, perform avariety of skilled and semi-skilled duties
related to vehicle and equipment maintenance and repair at an assigned campus location; maintain
service and repair records.

REPRESENTATIVE DUTIES:

Inspect, diagnose, and locate mechanical difficulties on automobiles, trucks, and a variety of diesel
and gasoline powered maintenance and construction equipment. E

Overhaul, repair, and adjust engines, transmissions, differentials, clutches, and valves and
construction equipment hydraulic systems. E

Tune-up engines including replacing electrical and electronic parts and cleaning and adjusting
carburetors. E

Replace or repair faulty parts including wheel bearings, clutches, or oil seals, shock absorbers,
exhaust systems, steering mechanisms, and related parts and equipment. E

Repair and replace such components as generators, distributors, relays, lights and switches, repair
emergency generator parts. E

Pick up and deliver vehicles to designated areas; transport vehiclesto outside vendors for specialized
repair asrequired. E

Service, repair and maintain electric carts and four-wheel all-terrain vehicles. E
Operate aforklift to unload delivery trucks and to move heavy items. E

Monitor and record fuel and waste oil levelsin underground tanks, maintain tools, equipment and
work shop area; maintain computerized inventory of parts. E

Maintain inspection, maintenance and repair records. E

Prepare smog certification on a variety of vehicles.

Assist in the ordering and purchasing of fuel, oil shop supplies, parts and equipment as required.
Perform avariety of routine maintenance and repair work related to building facilities as assigned.

Perform related duties as assigned.
